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Sabbatical Reflections : From April 1 to June 30 and again for the 
month of August (with July being vacation time), I was afforded the gift 
of a sabbatical from my regular responsibilities in congregational life. 
The first thing I want to say to the congregation is THANK YOU.          
Sabbatical time is a gift; please know that I treasure the gift you have 
given me. Extra thanks go out to all who provided leadership in my   
absence, as well as to all the guest worship leaders and pastoral care 
providers.   

My sabbatical experience was modelled on the S3 program in which I participated a few years ago – 
the three S’s being: Study, Sabbath, and Service. Most of the Study was in the form of reading,    
reflection and writing, though I also attended a series of lectures in Saskatoon at the end of June. 
Sabbath time included the opportunity to enjoy recreational pursuits, spend time with friends and 
family, and engage in more intentional spiritual practices such as daily meditation and journaling. 
The Service component included volunteering with Habitat for Humanity over the course of several 
weeks in the spring and summer.  It was good to swing a hammer, haul lumber, and generally feel 
useful, all while meeting some interesting people!    

With fall, we move into the planning and activity phase of our congregation’s life.  Many folks have      
already been very busy planning UCW events, starting Sunday School classes, holding a Garage Sale,    
preparing for fundraisers and anniversary celebrations. We are also excited to be celebrating the 
baptisms of four new arrivals in the congregation – in each case, the first-born child in their family!  
Danica was baptised September 4th, Nathan baptism will be November 13th, and dates are still being 
finalized for Ben and for Addison.

Conference UCW Supply to Reserves 

Weekly Letter from the United Church of Canada General Secretary 
Dear Friends, 

I spent a full day with the members of the Executiveôs Accommodations Working Group, 
meeting in person and by teleconference with groups who have proposed sites for the General 
Council Office, last week.  The lease on our current location runs out in 2015, and while a 
renewal of the current lease is possible, the Executive wanted to consider all possibilities 
before making a decision.  We received proposals for possible office sites over the summer, 
and the Executive will consider those in November.   

I donôt know where how the final decision will end up.  There are many factors to weigh.  The 
uncertainty, as much as anything, is hard for staff, so it will be good when a decision is made.      
I wish everyone could have shared in the experience we had last week though, as we heard 
from those different groups who offered their hopes and dreams for the General Council Office.  The visions were varied, and often 
contrasting, yet it was heart-warming to hear them all.   

So often in the Church, we find ourselves lifted up by the people we meet.  I get more opportunities than most to encounter people 
across the Church and its partners.  The past few days have been particularly rich. 

Yesterdayôs chapel service at the General Council Office was led by the Rev. Dr. Sam Kabue, who had arrived from Kenya late the 
night before.  He is the Director of the World Council of Churches Ecumenical Disability Advocacy Network (EDAN).  With his fingers 
moving fluidly across the Braille pages of his speaking notes, he told us a story about a taxi driver who had told him, ñIf I were blind I 
would kill myself.ò  It was a terrible story really, but he made it funny, and he helped us understand something of the preconceptions 
and prejudices that people with disabilities encounter all the time.   

Later, we began our regular management group meeting with a visit from a delegation from the Presbyterian Church of Taiwan.  They 
had been in Oxford County on the weekend to celebrate the 130th anniversary of the arrival in Taiwan of Presbyterian missionary, the 
Rev. Dr. George Leslie MacKay, a son of Zorra Township near Tavistock.  Although not well known in Canada, the Rev. Dr. McKay is 
revered in Taiwan for his legacy of Presbyterian churches and schools at all levels.  Our visitors were theologians and educators, and 
we appreciated our brief time conversing with them about changing patterns of worship and theological education. 

My week began on Sunday with the anniversary service of my hometown church in Shedden, Ontario where the congregation 
included my brother, a couple of my classmates from high school, and other old friends and acquaintances.  After the service, most 
people went downstairs for sandwiches and warm conversation in the church basement.   

In a week that has been busy with report writing and reviewing, itôs these moments with such different groups of people that remind 
me what I love about this work.   

May God bless us in our times together.
